the region will experience slight dust haze throughout the forecast period.
North Central Region:

Slight dust haze is anticipated over the region, while moderate dust haze is expected in Niger state

throughout the forecast period.
Southern Region:

Cloudy atmosphere with intervals of sunshine is anticipated across the Southern region during the
morning hours. Later in the afternoon/evening hours, isolated thunderstorms with light rains are expected

over parts of Lagos, Ogun, Delta, Bayelsa and Rivers states.

Day 2: Tuesday 3™ March, 2026.

Northern Region:

Slight dust haze is anticipated over the region throughout the forecast period.

North Central Region:

Slight dust haze is anticipated over the region throughout the forecast period.
Southern Region:

Cloudy atmosphere with intervals of sunshine is anticipated across the Southern region during morning
hours. Later in the afternoon/evening hours, isolated thunderstorms with light rains are expected over

parts of Ondo, Ogun, Bayelsa, Lagos, Akwa Ibom, Cross River and Delta states.



Day 3: Wednesday 4" March, 2026.

Northern Region:

Slight dust haze is anticipated across the region within the forecast period.

North Central Region:

Slight dust haze is anticipated across the region within the forecast period.

Southern Region:

Cloudy atmosphere with intervals of sunshine is anticipated across the southern region during the
morning hours. In the afternoon/evening hours isolated thunderstorms accompanied by light rains are

anticipated over parts of Bayelsa, Edo, Osun, Lagos, Ogun, Ondo, Osun, Cross River and Delta states.
