Day 1: Wednesday 11" March, 2026.

Northern Region:

Sunny skies are anticipated over the northern region throughout the forecast period.

North Central Region:

Sunny skies with patches of clouds are anticipated over the region throughout the forecast period.
Southern Region:

Cloudy atmosphere with intervals of sunshine is anticipated across the Southern region with prospects of
isolated thunderstorms accompanied by light rains over parts of Cross River, Akwa Ibom and Lagos states
during the morning hours. In the afternoon/evening hours, isolated thunderstorms with light rains are
expected over parts of Edo, Osun, Bayelsa, Rivers, Ondo, Ogun, Lagos, Delta, Cross River and Akwa Ibom

states.

Day 2: Thursday 12" March, 2026.

Northern Region:

Sunny skies are expected over the northern region throughout the forecast period.

North Central Region:
Sunny skies with patches of clouds are anticipated across the region during the morning hours. Later in
the day, isolated thunderstorms accompanied with light rains are expected over parts of the Federal

Capital Territory, Nasarawa, Niger, Benue, Kwara and Kogi states.
Southern Region:

There are slim prospects of isolated thunderstorms accompanied with light rains over parts of Edo, Delta,
Akwa Ibom, Cross River and Bayelsa states during the morning hours. While, cloudy atmosphere with

intervals of sunshine is anticipated over the rest of the Southern region. In the afternoon/evening hours,



isolated thunderstorms accompanied by light rains are expected over parts of Oyo, Osun, Ekiti, Edo, Ondo,

Ogun, Lagos, Bayelsa, Rivers, Delta, Cross River and Akwa Ibom states.

Day 3: Friday 13" March, 2026.

Northern Region:
Sunny skies are expected over the northern region throughout the forecast period.
North Central Region:

Sunny skies with patches of clouds are anticipated across the region during the morning hours. Later in
the day, isolated thunderstorms accompanied by light rains are expected over parts of the Federal Capital

Territory, Nasarawa, Niger, Kwara, Benue, Plateau, and Kogi states.
Southern Region:

Cloudy atmosphere with intervals of sunshine is anticipated across the Southern region, with prospects
of isolated thunderstorms accompanied by light rains over parts of Akwa Ibom, Cross River and Bayelsa
states during the morning hours. In the afternoon/evening hours, isolated thunderstorms accompanied
by light rains are expected over parts of Osun, Ogun, Ondo, Edo, Lagos, Cross River, Rivers, Bayelsa, Delta

and Akwa Ibom states.
